How to create a Study Planner


School Timetable


Write in your timetable.  Colour code your subjects


Weekly Home Study Planner


Write in your regular activities in the correct time slots.  For     example;


Catching the bus


Afternoon tea (food)


Work shifts.  Even if work shifts change, you should be able to guess how many hours per week you


Sports/cultural activities


Add ½ hour of review or homework (H/W) time for all subjects that you study on each day. 


For example if you have English on a Monday, you should make time Monday afternoon to either review your English work from Monday’s lesson and/or complete English homework


Add some general assignment or exam study times.


It is difficult to manage your work ‘flow’ for each subject as they get busy at different times.  By building in some ‘general assignment time’, you know that you have scheduled extra time to cope with the increased work load


Be realistic. 


If you know that you MUST watch a particular show or that you never do work on a Friday night then don’t schedule study time then. 


Complete the Unit Planner.  


Add dates to your calendar that will change your routine for that week.  By doing this you will be able to plan to get extra work done before the event, rather than handing an assignment in late because you were disorganised
